Experiencing Freedom 
  
1. Put God’s word first 
 

Heb 4:12 NKJV 
For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper than any 
two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, and 
of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents 
of the heart. 

  
2. Confess God’s Word 
     

Philem 6 KJV 
That the communication of thy faith may become effectual by the 
acknowledging of every good thing which is in you in Christ Jesus. 

           
2 Cor 4:13 NKJV 
And since we have the same spirit of faith, according to what is 
written, "I believed and therefore I spoke," we also believe and 
therefore speak, 

   
3. Exercise authority  
  

Luke 10:18-20 NKJV 
Behold, I give you the authority to trample on serpents and 
scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall by 
any means hurt you.  

        
Examples of possible demonic activity… 
Fear, depression, condemnation, thoughts of suicide, escape, withdrawal, 
confusion, physical infirmities, lust, unforgiveness, anger… 
  
  
4. Praise and worship God 
  
5. Pray in the Spirit 
  

1 Cor 14:4 NKJV 
He who speaks in a tongue edifies himself, 

 
Edification derived from the word edifice means massive, magnificent 
building. 
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Jude 20-21 
But you, beloved, building yourselves up on your most holy faith, 
praying in the Holy Spirit, keep yourselves in the love of God, looking 
for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ unto eternal life. 

  
The edification process delivers us from the strife filled, carnal life. 
  

Rom 8:13-14 
For if you live according to the flesh you will die; but if by the Spirit 
you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live. 

   
Rom 8:26-27 NKJV 
Likewise the Spirit also helps in our weaknesses. For we do not know 
what we should pray for as we ought, but the Spirit Himself makes 
intercession for us* with groanings which cannot be uttered. Now He 
who searches the hearts knows what the mind of the Spirit is, 
because He makes intercession for the saints according to the will of 
God. 

  
Weakness means our inability to produce results because of our flesh. 
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
